4. Joining the program, then not completing given tasks

5. Having inappropriate weekend activities
Duties:
Each Ambassador will be asked to:
1. Serve as an official representative of St. George’s 
2. Always dress properly and in accordance with the dress code, especially on days when hosting an event.
3. Assist the Athletic staff in athletic Events and Open Houses.
4. Direct visiting schools to appointed locations and escort them to and from lockers or field.
5. Provide support before, during and after sports events.
6. When needed assist the athletic staff in supervision.
